As our Church teaches, you, the primary caretakers of these young disciples, are also the primary Catechists in their lives, and in our Faith Formation ministries. Class attendance, preparation, and discipline – All students are expected to attend class every time it takes place.  If you and your children cannot be at class, please contact their Catechists, or the Director of Faith Formation, so that the church knows why you are not there.  Please also make sure you and your children are prepared for class each Sunday- if there was any work taken home that you or your children were expected to complete, please make sure it has been done.  If your children cannot behave in class as would be expected, you may be asked to complete their Faith Formation at home.
