Opening Prayer
Mark Ebreo led the Parish Pastoral Council in an opening prayer and Larry Capps read 
and Reading:

from Act: Chap. 17: 10-21.
Review of minutes:
Connie reviewed the minutes, and after two corrections they were approved.
Discussion:
Choosing two new PPC members – Fr. Frank distributed copies of the Pastoral Council profiles for members to review before voting.  Each Parish Pastoral Council member chose 2 candidates and submitted the ballots.  The ballots were then tallied and Patrick Manzano and Shawn Saylors were elected to 3-year terms.  Fr. Frank chose to appoint two more names to the council and members were asked to choose two more candidates and submitted the ballots. Heidi Maskol and Jemi Mendoza were appointed and will serve 3-year terms. 

Newcomer’s Dinner – Fr. Frank encouraged everyone to be a part of the Chili Dinner for Newcomers.  We now have 752 families registered at Q of A. (cancelled because of weather)

Lent – Masses around the parish will take place at 3 locations:  McLean Funeral Chapel on New Hope Rd., Camp Hope off South Point Rd., an Old St. Joseph’s in Mount Holly.  This Lenten season will be celebrated with evenings of Adult Education, Stations of the Cross, Soup and Substance, and Penance Service. The Holy Week schedule will be available at the February meeting.  Art and Environment will be a little starker for the Lenten Season this year. 


Grounds and Improvements – The parking lot is complete. Thirty-five additional spaces were added to the front parking lot – this is a total of sixty-four in the front now.  There are 8 holly bushes still to be placed, and some reflective poles will be placed in the driveway. Father is considering a Peace Pole – 4-sided – 8 feet tall and inscribed with “May peace prevail on the Earth” in all of the languages of our parishioners.  We plan to put a storage building in the area near the Educational building and purchase a riding mower.  The asbestos study for St. Benedict’s will be completed by the end of the month.  
Faith Formation – An adult program of Faith Formation is in the works to include the residents of Holy Angel’s group homes.

Fr.Fabio  -Fr. Fabio from All Saints Catholic Church in Clover is coming for a visit to talk about our planning process with Fr. Frank.   
New Discernments: Digitalizing the recording of the Mass –A digital sound system has been purchased for            



downloading the entire Mass.   The Knights will purchase CD players for shut-ins that don’t have 



one.  


Fr. Frank stated that he would forward any minutes that he received from Stewardship, Liturgy, 



and Community Ministries Commissions to Connie and she will forward them to the Pastoral 



Council members.  



Haiti – Rich Stewart asked if we should consider sending money to Haiti.  Fr. Frank said that we 



could keep that in mind for the summer possibly.  He reminded everyone that the Operation Rice 


Bowl collection will be donated to Haiti relief.

Lee Stocker closed the meeting with a prayer.  Also, Lee was thanked for her years of 




service on the Parish Pastoral Council.
