A 
traveling circus is like a parish on wheels: needing sacramental care, 
worship opportunities and religious formation and instruction. A small group 
of priests and religious sisters travel with shows and spend time on the road 
following the 43 circuses in the USA around the country to provide this 
pastoral presence and to help raise up lay leaders on each show. The 
ministry also cares for those of other or no faith, providing a "ministry of 
presence" to everyone on the show. We also provide a low cost, sliding 
scale mobile home park in Seffner, Florida for retired circus folks who have 
a financial need.
