We can “give alms” by spending time volunteering or reaching out to people
we haven't heard from in a while or addressing a kind word to someone we encounter. There are so many
opportunities to practice charity.

Prayer, fasting, and almsgiving — these three practices help us to imitate Christ the Lord, and in imitating
him, bring us closer to him throughout the season. Lent and its self-denial are not things that we should
dread, but as we should do with any good medicine, let’s try to see past any temporary discomfort to the
health of body, mind, and soul that will come as a result. Ask the Lord what he’s calling you to do this Lent
and respond generously.
